A Tree City USA designation recognizes the work of 
elected officials, City staff, and citizens who plant and 
care for the urban forest. This designation is also an 
excellent indication that the City of Alpena has a solid 
foundation for community forestry. 
 
National Arbor Day Foundation officials note that an 
effective community forestry program will cool and 
beautify a community, increase property values, help 
clean the air and water, and conserve energy. 
 
In recognition of Arbor Day, April 26, 2024, the City 
of Alpena will raise the Tree City USA flag at City 
Hall.
